Significant Accounting Policies

Statement of Compliance

Historical cost is generally based on the fair value of the considerafion given in exchange of
goods or Senvices.

Fair value Is the price that would be neceived to sell en asset or paid to transfer a liability in an
orderly transachion between markel participants at tha measurament date, regardiess of whathar
that price is direclly observable or estimated using another valuation technlgue.

The principal accounting policies are set out below.

All assels and liabiliies have been classified as cument or non-cument according to the
Company's operaling cycle and other criteria set out in the Act. Based on the nature of products
and the time between the acouisition of assets for processing and their realization in cash and
cash equivalents, the Company has ascetained its operaling cycle as twelve months

Property, plant and equipment [PPE]

Depreciation
Depraciation has been provided following Writen Down Value Method basad on life assigned to
each asset in accordance with Schedule Il of the Companies Act, 2013, urless stated otherwise.

Deprecigtion s calculated on a pro rata basis except that, assels costing upto T 5,000 each are
fully depreciated in the year of purchase.

An item of property, plant and equipment or any significant part inifially recognised of such item
of property plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when no fulure economic
benefite are expectad from (ts use or disposal. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the
agsel (cabsulated as the difference between the net disposal preceeds and the carrying amount

Goodwill

Goodwill arsing on an acquisiion of a business is carried at cost as establishad at the data of
acquisition of the business less accumulated impairment nsses, if any. For the purposes of
impairment testing, goodwill is allocated to each of the Group's cash-ganeraling units (ar Groups
of cash-gensrating units) that is expecied to benafit from the synengies of the combination

Impairment of Assets

The carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each balance sheet date if there is any indication
of impairment based on intermalf external factors. An impairment loss is recognized wharever the
carrying amount of an assel exceeds its recoverable amount The recoversble amount is the
greater of the assels net selling price & value in use. In assessing value in vse, the estimated
future cash flows are discounted to their present value at the weighted averege cost of capital.

After imparment, depreciation is provided on the revised carrying amount of the asset over its
rerraining wseful life,

A previously recognized impairment loss s increased or reversed depending upon changes in
circumstances. However the camying value after reversal is not incréased beyond the camying
value that would have prevailed by charging usual depreciation if there was no impairment,

Bomrowing costs

Borrowing costs consist of interest and other costs that an entily incurs in connection with the
borrowing of funds. Borrowing cost also includes exchange differences to the extent regarded as
an adjusiment to the borrowing costs. Borrowing costs, aliocated to and utilised for qualifying
assels, peraining to the percd from commencemenl of actvitkes relatng to
consiruction/development of the qualifying asset upto the dafe of capitalisation of such sssel is
added to the cost of the assets. Interest mcome samed on temporary invesiment of specific
borrowing pending expenditure on qualitying asset is deducted from the bormowing costs eligible
for capitalisation. All other borrowing costs are expensed in the period in which they ocour.

Leasing
